PLAN OF ACTIVITY FOR 2024

· The region held virtual meetings on February 13 and 27, 2024. 

The meetings discussed the Concours/Competition, Membership Subscriptions, Nominations for Vacant Positions and Attendance to the AMDIN General Assembly in Mombasa, Kenya.

· Attendance to the General Assembly

Five members opted to attend the meeting physically. They include the representative of the VP, West Africa, Dr. Patrick Tandoh-Offin; two members each from the MDI, The Gambia and ENA, Cote d’Ivoire including the DGs from the respective institutions. 

The VP would join the meeting virtually in view of an unavoidable funeral in respect of one of the former Rector’s of GIMPA for which he must attend.

JOINT PROGRAMMES/ COLLABORATIONS:
As part of efforts at forging partnerships, the returns from two of the MDIs are reported as follows:
· MDI- The Gambia

The Gambia selected delegates to participate in the Short Online Course on China-Africa Economic Cooperation Under the Belt and Road Initiative jointly organized by China-Africa Institute, Peopleʼs Republic of China, National School of Government (NSG), Republic of South Africa and University of Chinese Academy of Social Sciences (UCASS)

· GIMPA

GIMPA introduced the idea of GIMPA@Africa, a programme intended to rekindle its lost relationships, strengthen its existing partnerships and develop new ones. To operationalize this programme, the Rector embarked on a trip with a team to reconnect with partners and potential partners across three countries in West Africa – The Gambia, Sierra Leone and Liberia in February 2024.
· GIMPA- MDI, The Gambia
GIMPA and the MDI in the Gambia has jointly introduced a 18-month Master of Public Sector Management (MPSM) program to the Gambia market starting from April 2025. This follows an MOU that was signed in February 2024.
· GIMPA- LIPA, Liberia 

In late 2022, GIMPA formalized her relations with the Liberia Institute of Public Administration (LIPA) through an MOU which sought to, among other things, support the selection and screening of prospective candidates for Master’s admissions to various programs of study at GIMPA. So far, over 30 middle to senior public servants, private sector, and NGOs sector workers have benefited from the package.

In January 2025, the two Institutions have initiated processes to review and revise the partnership agreement which will enable GIMPA to support the transition agenda of the LIPA to run academic programs.
